Healy and Eunique recently entered their second match year with our program. Eunique, a very sweet and polite 
mentee joined our program at the age of 12, hoping to experience what it’s like having a big sister.  Eunique requested 
to be paired with a mentor that was outgoing and open-minded. Although Eunique admitted to her slight pickiness in 
trying new foods, she was willing to explore and experience new adventures with her mentor. Already, we knew we 
had a mentee that was ready to step out of her comfort zone.  
 
Healy learned about our mentor program while serving on our Young Professional Committee. Healy envisioned 
serving as a mentor in hopes to continue the cycle of guiding and supporting a teenage girl. Healy, who originally 
grew up in California, was ready to be paired with a mentee that was ready to explore New York City (NYC) and all 
that it had to offer.  
 
Healy and Eunique throughout these past two years experienced and accomplished many personal goals, with the 
priority of developing a friendship. From sharing long talks while eating pizza (which is their favorite cuisine) to 
attending off Broadway productions and by communicating weekly, they built a natural and trusting mentoring 
relationship.  
 
Since joining the mentor program both Healy and Eunique have both gone over and beyond what was required of a 
mentor program participant. Healy in May 2009 approached me and expressed how “great it would be to have more of 
a network among the mentors, to share ideas and experiences.” Since then, an official mentor committee was formed 
and bi-monthly mentor networking events have taken place. The Mentor Network events offers current mentors 
another support system, an additional outlet where they can share mentoring experiences, tools for improving 
mentoring relationship and receive ideas for new match activities.

I learned that there are great things out there like your dreams and if you are determined you can do 
anything.” According to Deborah, Eunique’s mother, “I trust Healy with Eunique. I am very satisfied because first of 
all we love Healy! I think the mentor program is a pleasure because it gives Eunique a chance to do some things that 
we may not get to do. I've noticed her having more self-confidence and she is able to deal with her peers better rather 
than to let them get the best of her!”  
 
Our other stellar match, Jennifer & Dana, who also recently entered into their second match year, created a special 
and unique mentoring relationship. Jennifer joined our program in hopes to continue giving back to her community. 
Jennifer, who once volunteered at a school in the Galapagos Island, was ready to provide support and encouragement 
to a NYC youth. Her personal interest ranged from golfing to baking. Jennifer was ready to begin a mentoring 
relationship where she would have the opportunity to explore and learn more about her mentee.  
 
Dana, a vibrant and inquisitive mentee, who recently entered into high school, was searching for a mentor that would 
inspire and expose her to new things while also serving as a sounding board for her. Although Dana and her mother 
Paula have a very close relationship, Paula wanted her daughter to gain insight about life and culture from another 
adult outside of their family. Since joining our mentoring program, Paula sees the growth within her daughter. “I think 
this a great program for young people and Dana is more outgoing now. This program gives her a chance to get to 
know other people, especially since Jennifer is from a different culture. Dana is more willing to try new things for 
instance volunteering at the food pantry. She would have never done that and I am proud that she is willing to get up 
early on a Saturday to help out.” 
 
As Jennifer and Dana continued to invest into their mentoring relationship, both of them inspired one another and 
began an entrepreneurial venture to help raise money for the Girls Quest Mentor Program. While encouraging her 
mentee’s goal of becoming a photographer, Jennifer took the initiative to begin a calendar fundraiser featuring the 
mentors and mentees from Girls Quest.  The objectives for this project included enabling match pairs to collaborate 
on a photo calendar for Girls Quest all while giving match pairs an opportunity to fundraise and “give back” to Girls 
Quest.  
 
Dana continues to have fun and discover more of her strengths while participating in her mentoring relationship with 
Jennifer. “I've learned that if you have something to say, you should say it and not hold back. I am also learning to 
make decisions. I like going places and having someone to talk to. I like having a big sister.” Jennifer equally 
expressed her positive experience in serving as Dana’s mentor, “I think she is incredibly responsible and mature.  
She's always on time, if not early, and she's very reliable. I get a lot of satisfaction from being a mentor.  It's been a 
great experience for me.”
